Everyone in PA needs

good health insurance!
More than 130,000 Philadelphian adults do not have health insurance. Thousands more have insurance that will not cover what they need when they get sick. 

Most people without insurance are working. Many jobs do not provide insurance, or the cost of insurance offered is too high.

Now there is hope!  The Pennsylvania Legislature is debating a new program called Covering All Pennsylvanians or CAP.  CAP would help thousands of people.  

· With CAP, uninsured people could afford health insurance. Uninsured adults who make less than $29,400 ($60,000 for a family of 4) would pay between $10 - $60 per month for full health insurance coverage including prescription medicines.  Families earning more than 300% of the federal poverty level could pay the full cost of $280 per adult.  (See other side.)

· With CAP, small employers could afford insurance for their workers. Small employers could offer subsidized insurance (at a cost to employer of $130 per month per employee) for their workers, who will also pay between $10 and $70 per month.  Children can already apply for the CHIP program.  (Call 1-800-464-KIDS.)

· With CAP, the cost of insurance for everyone will go down.  The current cost of health insurance is estimated to be 6.5% higher due to the costs of providing care to the uninsured. 

· With CAP, it would be against the law to deny insurance to those with “pre-existing conditions.”

· With CAP, rate increases and insurance company profits would be limited.

CAP will put our health care dollars where they can do the most good—keeping people healthy!

Who will pay for CAP?

· Low wage workers and small employers will pay an affordable amount for CAP.
